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Yoncalla FBLA Participates in American Enterprise Project 
In December of last year FBLA member Cody Gustafson was talking with a few other FBLA members 
when the topic of credit cards came up. During this conversation, he soon realized that he didn’t un-
derstand much about credit and how it works and so he began to ask some of his peers. His inquiry 
uncovered minimal results and he soon found that he was not alone in his lack of financial literacy 
knowledge. Inspired by this, he pulled aside fellow FBLA members Cassidy Bragg and Elijah Allen and 
asked them if they would like to join his American Enterprise Team, where the main goal of their 
team would be to provide a set of financial literacy classes for FBLA members and any other students 
at YHS that was interested in taking them as well.  
 
The group began working almost immediately and soon found that it was quite easy to put together 
a curriculum that could encase a lot of different financial concepts. They reached out to local alumni 
and business owners and were able to get three different public speakers to agree to present a 
workshop in January. First, the group hosted Mrs. Twila McDonald (a branch manager of US Bank) 
who gave an invigorating workshop on the differences between credit and debit, and how to build a 
good credit score. Second, they welcomed Mrs. Carrie Davis (former business education teacher at 
Yoncalla) to come in and talk about the importance of financial planning and how to prepare a 
month-to-month financial budget. Lastly, the FBLA team welcomed Jason Harman (investment bro-
ker at Umpqua Wealth in Roseburg) to come into the class and talk about the ethics of business and 
how to make smart, informed decisions in investing for retirement.  
 
Overall, the Gustafson-led team, hosted 17 students from the high school student body, some of 
which were FBLA members and some of which were just looking for some more financial infor-
mation. The group found the three-part series of presentations to be an incredible success and they 
look forward to doing similar events in the future.  
 
Yoncalla FBLA’s American Enterprise Team will be traveling to the State Conference in Portland in 
April to compete for a shot at going to Nationals this summer.

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Building Update 

Phase 1 of the retrofit is just about complete it involved shear walls in many of the current classrooms, 
the expansion of the main office area, the removal of the glass blocks, the updating of the lower boys’ 
bathroom and the painting of some of the exterior walls.  The expanding of the main office has allowed 
us to add a vestibule.  This vestibule allows for an entry system that people need to get buzzed into the 
school.  This is a major safety upgrade for our students.  The glass block was replaced by new windows 
that is going to help save money with our heating costs.  We are in the process of installing a HVAC sys-
tem which will begin on February 15.  This will allow classrooms to have in room regulation.  This means 
that staff will no longer be turning breakers on and off to control the heat.  Phase one should be com-
pleted in June. 

Phase 2 began February 11.  The high school gym will close and work will begin on the trusses.  During 
this phase, most of the expenses will be in the gym area.  Pilasters will be installed at both ends of the 
gym, also the ceiling will be coming down.  During this time the remaining glass blocks over the gym will 
be removed and replaced with new windows.  We are estimating the completion of Phase 2 will be in 
late August. 

Another construction item that is happening simultaneously is Phase 3.  This is outside of the seismic 
retrofit.  We will be having the stage lowered and the current library brought inside the building.  This 
will also help with safety as the building will then be self-contained.  We are moving the weight room 
inside, the shop will be expanded and we are installing an ADA bathroom.  Also, the current library has 
been resided and repainted.  We currently have students who are designing the new ADA ramp and 
decks that will be built.
